And an update on Globalstar  
Globalstar started launching a series of six new satellites in November.  The last one should come on line in February.  They will launch six more this summer and should have them all in service at the end of the year. They expect to have much improved availability with infrequent signal loss.

Their website has a calculator to identify the best time to make calls, by location, for the next four days.  The satellite pattern is recalibrated on Mondays, and the calculator should give accurate times.

Globalstar markets the SPOT satellite tracking devices.  Satellite phones use Duplex technology for two-way communication.  SPOT technology uses one-way Simplex technology and was not affected by the satellite degradation.  Globalstar uses low earth orbiting satellites which provide a real time communication without significant time lag.

Photos must have a horse/mule in the shot, unless it's of a work project. Heads and faces preferred over tails and backs. Photos are placed by seasons ‐ winter, spring, summer and fall.
