April 25, 2011 General Meeting

7:30 pm—Saddle Fitting Demonstration: Carol and
Rick Brand, of Oreana, Idaho, demonstrated a saddle
fitting on Bobby Blue, Alice Millington’s trail horse.
Using “Blue” and his saddle and pad, Rick showed the
group how to check whether a saddle’s bars are in
good contact, or not, with a horse’s back. It was found
that Blue’s saddle did not fit properly, as it was
“bridged” across his back, putting much pressure near
the withers and on the groin (especially when the pad
was on!) This was remedied by using a pad that is the
exclusive design of the Brands. Also, they
demonstrated how a perfect saddle fit could be
achieved by purchasing a Specialized Saddle, which
they sell, that uses a patented fitting system—where a
cushion is fit with shims to create a saddle whose bars
have perfect contact, which would help a horse “feel
better, without soreness or restriction.” Of course, this
should lead to better behavior and performance. Very
impressive demonstration. Interested in a “fitting” for
your horse/s?

(minutes below), John Rose, Archeologist for the
Forest Service presented the TVBCH with a Certificate
of Appreciation from the Middle Fork Ranger District
and the Salmon-Challis National Forest Heritage
Program.
