They will start revising the Draft Plan in September, and there is no update on our effort to restore horseback riding .  The Final Plan is due in the spring of 2012.  If you want to send additional comments, there is still time.

I found a February email from a non-member that mentioned a proposed ban on horseback riding at Lake Lowell.  There was a flurry of legislative emails at that time, and I don’t remember reading it.  Many of those emails are sent without much detail and take time to research.

Thanks to Whit, we had time to comment on the plan.  We all need to watch for threats to trails access and opportunities to promote our mission.  Rewriting of the National Wildlife Refuge plans started several years ago and just came to the attention of BCHA after our July Board meeting.
