Bonnie Fox, Jim Fox, and Joe Williams finished the trail clearing except for a four-foot fir tree and some neighbors that obliterated part of the trail.  Joe is taking a ride to find the trail and flag a new route around the pile.  The RAC Grant is complete, and John Millington has applied for funds.

Crooked River Trail Project
rescheduling for October ?

Several days after we cancelled the project, Jim Rice from Idaho City called to tell me that Everardo was called out on a fire.  We can split the work into two projects:  a kiosk and trail clearing.  The kiosk is an angled three-piece sign attached to four posts, covered with a roof.

Jim Rice can schedule a mini-excavator to dig postholes.  Ken Nungesser, Terry Burgess, and Jim Freeland are interested in doing the project during the first or second week of October.  They can schedule it during the week, which will make it a lot easier to coordinate with the Forest Service.  If anyone else is interested that will leave more time for riding and relaxing.  We are waiting for a call from Jim Rice to set the dates. 

The first three miles of the trail is clear, but they need to clear and mark the last ten miles of trail.  We can probably clear trail from both directions.  If you would like to lead a project or have a preference on dates, contact Keith.

Jim Rice told me they recently rebuilt mangers at Whoop-Em-Up, built some new bridges below Whoop-Em-Up, and built a new bridge over a boggy area at Beaver Creek.  There are more trails we can ride in the Idaho City area and probably more projects.

Forest Service - Little Soldier Lookout Project
(cancelled)

We are all on fire duty these days so sorry for lack of communication. The Challis Yankee Fork fire crew went up to Little Soldier and removed as many windows as they could from the lookout and miscellaneous hardware and wood shutters.  Geoff Fast followed them a couple weeks later and packed the 8 removed windows down to Little Creek, and packed about 700 lbs plus of refuse down to the Rapid River trail head to eventually be loaded onto pickup trucks and hauled out. (The way this fire activity is going that may not happen till next spring!).  He wasn't able to pack the shutters off the mountain.  If you guys are interested in doing that, perhaps we can work up a volunteer agreement. 

Trails Classification

The Boise NF trails were not completely reviewed, and we would like to change some of the Trail Design designations.  Nell Highfill, the Boise Forest Recreation Program Manager suggested we wait until after the "field season" to contact District Trail Managers.  At the October meeting we will split the list by district and review the trails list.  Many topo maps date to the 1960's, and we can use them to identify trails that were built as Pack Trails.  If you have any topo maps that cover Boise National Forest, we can use them.

Any trail with a motorcycle or ATV design is below the standard for Pack & Saddle, so they could close the trail to equestrian use.
