MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER 27, 2011 GENERAL MEETING

The September general meeting was called to order at 7:30 P.M. By President Keith Lambrecht. 

Bonnie Fox introduced guests Dennis Patrick and son, Brandon; Dennis Brobeck; and Cole Cooper. 

Ken Nungesser made a motion to accept the current minutes as printed in the newsletter on the TVBCH website; Paula McDermott seconded. The motion passed. 

Trails Classification: Keith reminded members about the trail classification issue that the BCH chapters of Idaho are involved in and what part TVBCH has in the effort to upgrade trails to stock trails. Keith and others will bring topo maps to the next meeting and members will be divided into groups to look closely at the maps so the status of the trails can be investigated. 

Billing for last board meeting: No chapter has been billed for the last board meeting, which was a video conference. Treasurer Cini Baumhoff is waiting for the bill. When she receives it, she will divide the bill and let each chapter (15) know what they should pay. The next board meeting will be held November 4th or 18th and will also be a video conference. 

National Public Land's day: On Saturday, Sept 24th, nine members of our chapter, out of a total of 67 community volunteers, participated in a clean-up day at Deer Flat to clear trails, shoreline, and other areas surrounding the lake. 

Equipment: John Millington questioned the value of continuing to pay for the satellite phone as we don't take it on many rides; possibly it is a waste of our money to keep paying for services. It was suggested that we take a look at the contract when it comes up for renewal. If it is decided that we don't want to keep it, we should try to sell it. 

RAC Grant for the 44 Cabin and 44 trail: The 44 cabin is complete and Cini will bill the USFS for the work. Additional work was done on the 44 Trail to clear it down to the cabin by Joe Williams, Dennis and Paula McDermott, Bonnie and Jim fox, and Lea Osborn. There were places which could not be cleared and those paths to get around them were flagged by Joe Williams. 

Crooked River and Nickle Creek: These projects, one to clear trail and the latter to do some packing, are not projects at this time. 

Others had contacted TVBCH about these projects but they did not keep communicating with us. So, at this time we have dropped these projects. 

Little Soldier Lookout: Laurie Matthews said that the USFS had shutters that need to be hauled  out. This my be a project for next year. 

Nominating committee: Next month, we will be choosing a nominating committee, so that we can be ready for the upcoming November elections. 

Manure  Management Classes: Members should check out our newsletter for information about the classes which will be given by chapter member Alayne Blickle. 

Fleet Reserve Breakfast:  November 12th will be the next Fleet Reserve breakfast. We will serve at 9:00 a.m. Alice Millington will give members a call regarding the food.

Power Equip. Storage (from Rod Parks)

If you used gasoline with ethanol in 2-cycle power equipment, you need to use up the old fuel and fill it with fresh non-ethanol gas.  Start the engine once to get the non-ethanol gas in the carburetor.  The ethanol will absorb moisture, causing rust, and deteriorate seals.  It separates and creates a sludge that will clog needle valves.  Use fuel stabilizer and gas that is less than 30-days old.
