Summer Packing Thoughts by Joe W.

Looking forward to a good summer of
volunteer work for the BCH, got me thinking about
some of the struggles | have had in the past while
packing in the wilderness. Knowing what to

expect and knowing how to handle a problem, can
mean the difference between a delay and
shortening a trip.

On most pack trips you forget a few items and
have to handle a few small problems. On the
other hand there are two memorable trips when
horses rolled into Pistol Creek unexpectedly. We
had to cut their packs off while holding their heads
above water to prevent them from drowning.
Having a knife handy and everyone pitching in
saved a pack animal.

Last summer, we watched Ron Mort’s mule roll
off the trail on two different days. Lots of things
happen to cause these accidents. The first time
his horse rolled, we were going through a bog on
a steep hillside. The main trail had no
maintenance for years. The second time it rolled
on a steep hillside above Little Pistol Creek. That
time, | saw the bank cave out from under his feet
when a horse in front stopped.

Maybe we need to review the common
problems ahead of time. We should try for a
perfect record this year of no rolled pack stock.
There are a few things we can carry in our
personal saddle bags. | carry a leatherman tool,
black tape, small roll of wire, and lots of baling
string. These are carried just for fast repair of
tack and broken harness. Last year | carried
baling string on the trail to Buck Lake and our
group used it all by the second day.

We should look at our saddles first to check
the horse’s withers for clearance under the
sawbuck crosses or the decker steel loops. If you
have never looked at your equipment in this area
you may get surprised. Lots of saddles are made
for quarter horses and we get out there with
thoroughbreds and saddlebreds with high withers
and our equipment doesn’t fit. Pack saddle
cinches should have a second ring to tie ropes to.
On the 44 Cabin project, we will need to manty
the shingles. We will have several practice
sessions to learn how to do this. Anyone planning
to help with the packing should bring their stock
and pack saddle. Packers need to work out the
best way to tie on the loads, and pack animals
need to get used to odd size packs.

We may want to think about our horse’s
pecking order. | know from years of experience, it
works best with the boss animals in front and the
lesser ones in the back of the string. Also, itis
not a good idea to have a fast gaited horse in the
rear of a pack string, as he will continually try to
pass. This causes a lot of wrecks in the timber.
For animals that are notorious for balking or
pulling back, it’s better to lead them off the saddle
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horn than to have to retie them when they break a
piggie.

At the next meeting or at our pack clinic, we
may want to discuss some trail safety issues. We
can discuss our equipment and conditioning of
our stock before we start down Pistol Creek. This
could be a very enjoyable project, if we look
ahead, plan, and prepare.
